Dog Facts 
Hearing - A dog can hear sounds 250 
yards away that most people cannot hear 
beyond 25 yards. The human ear can 
detect sound waves vibrating at 
frequencies up to 20,000 times a second. 
But dogs can hear sound waves that 
vibrate at frequencies of more than 30,000 
times a second. 
Sight - Dogs cannot see as well as humans 
and are considered colorblind. A dog sees 
objects first by their movement, second by 
their brightness, and third by their shape.  
Dogs can see color but it is not as vivid a 
color scheme as we see. It is much like our 
vision at twilight.  
Dogs are able to see much better in dim 
light than humans are. This is due to the 
tapetum lucidum, a light-reflecting layer 
behind the retina. Because it functions like 
a mirror, it also accounts for the strange 
shine or glow in a dog's eyes at night.
